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{ Bishop of Worcester to retire ]

The Bishop of Worcester, The Right Reverend Dr John Inge, has announced
that he will retire in October.

Bishop John was enthroned as the 113" Bishop of Worcester on 1% March 2008,
coming from the Diocese of Ely where he was Bishop of Huntingdon. As Bishop
of Worcester, he has been the chief pastor for parishes across Worcestershire
and Dudley as well as serving in the House of Lords since 2012 and as Lord
High Almoner to HM The Queen and then HM The King from 2013.

Bishop John will withdraw from ministry in mid-September with a farewell
service in the Cathedral at 4pm on Sunday 29" September, to which all are
welcome. His retirement will formally commence on 9" October.

He said, ‘Being Bishop of Worcester has been an enormous privilege. By the
time | leave | shall have been here nearly 17 years, the longest | have lived
anywhere in my life. | have lived through the best of times and the worst of
times in my personal life during those years and am more grateful than | can
say for all the love and support | have received. | am not anxious to retire — | am
deeply attached to Worcestershire and Dudley and love being Bishop here!
However, | shall be 70 in February and feel, under God, that now is the right
time to leave.’

Following Bishop John's announcement, the process will begin to find the next
Bishop of Worcester. This will be led by a small group of people from across the
Diocese and from the national church, and will involve wide consultation with
those in our parishes. During the vacancy, the Bishop of Dudley, Martin Gorick
will become Acting Diocesan Bishop. Further information on the process for
selecting the next Bishop of Worcester will be available shortly.

Bishop John will be retiring to Wiltshire with his wife H-J Colston-Inge.

In the church today we sometimes assume that discipleship is more about the
sacred part of our life, rather than the secular as well. Are we aware of what God
is doing in our school, workplace, with friends and family, on our street or in
our leisure time? Whole life disciples spend every day with an awareness of the
presence of Jesus in their lives. As the apostle Paul writes, ‘And whatever you do,
whether in word or deed, do it all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to
God the Father through Him' (Colossians 3:17)

SO - we do ordinary things in the name or character of Jesus, ie acting in the
same way that Jesus would do if He were in our place.

It's helpful to think in terms of frontlines, the places where we spend most of
our week. Everyone has a frontline: young or old, working or not, sick or well.
This could be our workplace, home, college, community or club. This is where
God has called us! God is at work on our frontline to shape and use us, making
it a place where we can grow as a disciple and make a difference to those
around.

As churches we need to be committed to helping each other see the significance
of our frontlines in God's purposes. Are we supporting one another, especially
in prayer? As one teacher put it, T spend an hour a week teaching Sunday school
and they haul me up to the front of the church to pray for me. The rest of the
week I'm a full-time teacher and the church has never prayed for me. That says
it all.’

With less than 6% of the UK population now going to church, God wants to
use us as salt and light wherever we spend time. Christians are exactly where
they need to be to serve Him, so that others might see what a disciple of Jesus
looks like, as we grow as disciples ourselves.

[ 1 & 2 Samuel: what'’s the big idea? ]

Continuing the series introducing the books of the Bible...

Originally a single work, 1 & 2 Samuel focuses on Samuel, Saul and David
around 1,000 BC, mid-way between Abraham and Jesus. It was Samuel who
established the monarchy in Israel after the period of the judges. He was
commanded by God to give the people a king, although their request is seen
as a rejection of God's rule over Israel (1 Samuel 8:7). The people simply wanted
to be like other nations, however their king was still subject to God's law and
the word of the prophet. Although Samuel anointed Saul, he soon showed an
unwillingness to submit to these requirements, leading to his rejection as king
(1 Samuel:15:23). God chose David as Saul’s successor, and 1 Samuel depicts
David's years of waiting until the right time arrived to claim the throne.

2 Samuel tells of David’s rule, in which the nation prospers and its enemies are
defeated. The promise of the perfect king is fulfilled in Jesus Himself, as David's
descendant. The second half of the book depicts the darker side of David's reign,
describing his weaknesses and failures, including his adultery with Bathsheba
and the rebellion of his son Absalom.

Nevertheless, David remained a man after God's own heart, ‘The LORD does
not look at the things man looks at. Man looks at the outward appearance, but
the LORD looks at the heart’ (1 Samuel 16:7). The characters in this book are
not always great examples of faith; however, ‘They do not show us how we
should live but how in fact we do live, authenticating the reality of our daily
experience as the stuff that God uses to work his purposes of salvation in us and
in the world.’ (Eugene Peterson).

More musings...
The poster read, Where will you be on Judgment Day? The graffiti below
read, Still waiting for the bus.

We've got stained glass windows in our house. Stupid pigeons.
Middle age is when you know your way around, but don't feel like going.
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[ Let’s run with perseverance ]

‘Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, let us
throw off everything that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles, and let us
run with perseverance the race that is marked out for us’ (Hebrews 12:1).

With the Paris Olympics still so recent and the Paralympics taking place at the

beginning of September, this imagery can really speak to us. The Christian is like
a highly trained athlete, and the surrounding ‘stadium’ is filled with champions
and heroes of the past; they watch US and we draw inspiration from THEM.

Because we are in training spiritually, it is obvious that every sin’ is to be treated
in the same way as if we were a modern athlete — for whom drug-taking, indeed
any form of cheating or breaking the rules, is out!

But Christ's athletes are also to be careful to shun ‘everything that hinders’. The
wrong running shoes? A faulty diet? In the Christian’s case, if the problem area
is not an actual sin, what is it? Why, it is anything that, while in itself may be
legitimate, but which nevertheless is a weak point and ‘hinders’ progress.

The artist Rubens created a painting of Thetis — the mother of Achilles in Greek
mythology — dipping her son into the supposedly protective waters of the river
Styx. But, because she held him by his heel, this single part of him was untouched
by the water. Achilles grew to be a mighty warrior; yet, during a fateful battle,
an arrow that pierced his vulnerable heel was the means of his downfall.

The Achilles heel factor affects every single one of us. There comes a moment

when those who mean business with Jesus Christ become aware that the Holy
Spirit is quietly speaking within, ‘You're blocking the blessing in your life at this

weak spot of yours... by holding onto this object... by entertaining this objective...
by persisting in this relationship... by continuing this activity. Let it go.’

What is this ‘thing’? No one else can spell it out for us. It is between us and
Christ alone. There need be no sudden crisis, no emotional surge. But the thing
that 'hinders’ is firmly — deliberately — to be discarded; no longer to have any
part in our Christian living. And the sunshine of heaven smiles down upon us
as we run on...




[ Sailing with the Spirit ]

You may have watched some of the sailing at the Olympics...

On a calm, windless day, it can be frustrating to be in a sailboat. Your sails are
ready to go, but with no wind and only calm waters, you aren't going anywhere!

Some sailors try to propel their little boat forward by paddling with their hands.
Others fret over the lack of wind. But some simply stay on land, and patiently
wait. For it isn't until a breeze blows up, and the sails fill, that a sailboat can skim
out towards the open sea.

This scene is similar to how the Holy Spirit works in our lives. The Bible describes
the Spirit as wind and sometimes, like the sailors, we may have to wait for His
energising power to guide and move us onwards. There are occasions when,
from a spiritual standpoint, nothing seems to be happening for weeks and
months on end. During these waiting times we may wonder what purpose God
has for us.

But while some of the people in the sailing club might have left their boats to
do other things, they were also watching for signs of the coming wind. No one
was packing up and going home! They were waiting with a purpose.

In our times of stillness and waiting, we can also wait with a purpose. We can
pray for the Church, our community and the world. We can pray that we will
be ready for God to move us into the next course He has planned for us. And
we can keep our sails ready, for the Spirit to blow afresh into our lives!

‘Straining toward what is ahead, | press on toward the goal to win the prize...'
(Philippians. 3:13-14).

All rubber bands work on this principle: they must be stretched to be effective!
Every person who has ever achieved anything for God has learned to stretch.
There are no exceptions. One of the most common mistakes is thinking that
success is due to some genius or some magic ‘something or other’ that YOU
don't possess. Get rid of that thinking! Success comes only when you stretch
to meet the challenge; failure comes when you shrink back from it. Stretching
will make you vulnerable. When a rubber band is taut, it's much easier to break.
Is that why you're afraid to stretch? Have you tried it before and been hurt?
You'll always have critics, for Jesus said, ‘The servant is not greater than his Lord’
(John 15:20).

Dr Jonas Salk, who developed the polio vaccine, was attacked for his pioneering
work in this field. He found that criticism came in three stages: first, they'll tell
you ‘It won't work!” Then, when you begin to succeed, they'll say 'What you're
doing really isn't that important.’ Finally, after they see that it's important, they'll
say, 'We knew you'd do it all along.’ So don't look at the way things are and ask,
‘Why? Look at the ways things could be and ask, ‘Why not?’

Through the power of God's Spirit, you can make a difference. Just make yourself
available to God and let Him show you what He can do with your life.

Happily, the Church of England still retains some singular parish clergy. Take the
parish of St James-the-Least, whose elderly Anglo-Catholic vicar, Eustace, continues
his correspondence to his nephew Darren, a recently-ordained low-church curate...

My dear Nephew Darren,

| am surprised you are considering buying a new set of hymn books for your
church. | had assumed everything you sang would be projected on to one of
those screens which are invariably placed to obscure the altar.

In my — fortunately limited — experience of such devices, they provide the
projectionist with endless opportunities for showing the wrong hymn, or the
right hymn but from another edition, which will contain either one verse too
many or one too few.

When we decided to change hymn books some years ago, the reverberations
made the consequences of that little event in Sarajevo seem insignificant. The
proposal was to move from Hymns Ancient and More Ancient to the more
recent version: Hymns Ancient and Slightly Less Ancient.

Colonel Wainwright said he would be happy so long as we continued fighting
good fights and urging Christian soldiers onwards. The men wanted the hymns
they remembered from school, the ladies those they sang at their weddings, and
no one would consider anything that dropped ‘thines’ or ‘wouldsts’. The basses
in the choir wanted hymns they knew the tenors found difficult and those who
couldn’t read music wanted more hymns sung in unison. When a rumour started
that the books may contain hymns written in the last 50 years, timetables were
consulted for bus services to the next village.

Eventually we reached a perfect compromise: Miss Simpson was charged with
buying yards of sticky-backed plastic and repairing the current books. She put
a note on the front of every copy that if the page for the hymn they wanted was
missing, they should share with the person sitting next to them — an experience
which will be almost as traumatic as being invited to pass the peace. Yet
another decision has thereby been deferred for a Church Council to make some
time next century. Harmony reigns once again.

New vehicle-activated sign

The Parish Council was delighted to receive a road safety grant from the Office
of the Police and Crime Commissioner (OPCC) for a new vehicle-activated sign
for the villages of Rous Lench and Radford. The sign is solar-powered and has
data capture functionality which allows us to monitor speeds. In the short time
we have been collecting the data, we have seen a slight reduction in the average
speed but there have been some dangerously high speeds recorded. The data
will be sent to the Safer Neighbourhood Team and Safer Roads Team, our hope
being that this will result in some action against speeding drivers in our parish.
You will see the sign alternating between the stretch of 40mph road at Gooms
Hill and in Rous Lench village where the speed limit is 30mph. We extend our
thanks to the OPCC for this road safety grant, as part of the Police and Crime
Commissioner's commitment to safer roads.

Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group: August 2024 update
Since our recent community event at the Lenches Club, your Steering Group
has been working on the Draft Neighbourhood Plan document to update an
important element of the plan: our Valued Landscapes and Local Green Spaces.
With the support of our planning consultant, Plan-ET, the Steering Group will
meet in early September to review our draft Plan and intend to submit it to the
Wychavon District Council Planning team for initial screening by early October.

The timetable for our Plan follows this statutory screening; namely the Plan is
updated with comments after the screening; then we publish the document to
the whole community (the Regulation 14 community consultation) for 6 weeks.
This is your opportunity to review all the details of the policies within the Plan
and all your written comments are taken into account when the Plan is updated.

Regulation 14 community consultation is important to us all because the Plan
and its contents are viewed by Wychavon Planning as materially important to
all future planning applications. From this point onwards, our Neighbourhood
Plan is taken into consideration when planning applications are considered. We
will keep you updated as we submit our Plan to Wychavon Planning and thank
you again for your continued support to deliver this Neighbourhood Plan for
